WINNING WAYS 
The Bandits defeated the Toronto Rock 18-17 in game one of the East Conference Final, now 
leading the best-of-three series 1-0. It only took Josh Byrne 30 seconds to get one past Toronto 
goaltender Nick Rose and place the first goal of the game in the net. It was not an easy game 
from there, Toronto kept the momentum by scoring the next goal not even a minute later. Both 
teams had not one repeated goal scorer in the first quarter. Even with an early lead, the Bandits 
trailed twice and started the third quarter tied. The Bandits were able to increase their lead to four 
at 12-8 minutes into the third quarter. Toronto was not going to give it up easily, but with Josh 
Byrne’s season-high four goals and seven assists (4+7) and Dhane Smith’s game-winning goal 
and contribution of ten points (3+7) the Bandits were able to secure the win. Chris Cloutier made 
a big difference in the game with his five-point effort (3+2). Connor Fields and Chase Fraser 
added two points while Tehoka Nanticoke, Ian MacKay, Steve Priolo, and Kyle Buchanan all 
chipped in a goal each towards the 18-17 win.  
 

GAME PREVIEW 
The Bandits will take on Toronto Rock tonight in hope to win the best-of-three series to head to 
the NLL Finals. The Bandits finished the regular season against Toronto 1-2. With a win tonight, 
the Bandits will have the chance to enter the NLL Finals for the first time since winning in 2008. 
This will be the eighth matchup all-time between Buffalo and Toronto in the playoffs.  
 

THE GREAT DHANE 
Bandits forward Dhane Smith recorded another multi-point game with ten points (3+7) last Sunday 
against Toronto, following his team-high six points (2+4) in the Bandits first game of the postseason 
on May 7 against Albany. Smith had the game-winning goal last Saturday against Toronto with 
only two minutes left in the last quarter to allow the Bandits to be up 1-0 in the NLL East Conference 
Finals. Smith now leads the NLL in both points (16) and assists (11) going into tonight’s matchup. 
In 15 career playoff games, Smith is now third in franchise history in assists (53), goals (33), and 
points (33+53), only trailing John Tavares and Mark Steenhuis in both categories. Smith is now 
second in assists (53) in franchise history during playoffs, passing Mark Steenhuis and only trailing 
John Tavares, respectfully. Smith hit another milestone last Saturday against Toronto with his 
seven assists, passing 50-career playoff assists. 
 

BYRNE, BABY, BYRNE  
Bandits forward Josh Byrne left his mark last Sunday against Toronto with not only a game-high, 
but a personal season-high 11 points (4+7).  Byrne scored the first goal of the game 30 seconds 
in against Toronto last Sunday. Last weekend’s game is the second time Byrne has scored four 
goals against Toronto dating back to the regular season when he tallied eight points (4+4) on Jan. 
8. Byrne has already surpassed the 10 points that he recorded back in the 2019 playoffs as he 
has posted 15 points (6+9) in just two games. Going into tonight’s game, Byrne is second in 
goals (6), assists (11), and points (15) in the NLL, trailing teammate Dhane Smith in two of those 
categories. 
 

IN-VINC-IBLE 
Matt Vinc continues to be a huge factor in the Bandits incredible 14-4 season. With 41 saves on 
the 58 shots taken last Sunday, Vinc now leads the NLL with 86 saves and two wins going into 
tonight’s game. With last Sunday’s victory, Vinc now holds the all-time NLL playoff record with 
1,925 minutes played and 1,225 goalie saves. Vinc trails only John Tavares’s all-time NLL playoff 
record by three with 35 playoff career games played. With Sunday’s victory, Vinc now ties Anthony 
Cosmo, Steve Dietrich, Bill Gerrie, and Mike Thompson in Bandit franchise history with four playoff 
wins.  
 

KINGS OF THE EAST 
With their victory on April 16 at Georgia, the Bandits clinched the No.1 seed in the East Division 
and the best regular-season record among all NLL teams, giving them home-field advantage 
throughout this season’s playoffs. Buffalo fights to make their 11th championship appearance in 
franchise history.  
 

UPCOMING MILESTONES 
Dhane Smith needs seven assists to become the tenth player all-time to reach 60 in his 
postseason career and 14 points to become the 12th player all-time to reach 100.
